Carthaginian Military History

1230 AD:  Vikings declare war on Carthage after repeatedly being asked to respect the integrity of Carthage’s borders.

Battle of Tromso (1230 AD): Two Carthaginian Cavalry units take Tromso, defended by a Viking Pikeman and Spearman, with no losses.  

Battle of Aarhus (1230 AD): Eleven Carthaginian Cavalry attack the city, destroying eight Viking Pikemen and capturing both the city and a catapult, but mourn the loss of one of their own.

Battle of New Sulcis Coast (1220-1250 AD):  Cutlass, Black Cat and Lancer each sink a Viking Galley trying to pass through Carthaginian coastal waters off New Sulcis.

Battle of the American Sea (1240-1250 AD):  Vengeance sinks two Viking Galleys south of New Nora.

Second Battle of Tromso (1255-1270 AD):  Vikings counterattack, with the first wave of three Berserks quickly dispatched by Carthaginian Cavalry.  The second wave, in 1265, comprised of 4 Berserks, 2 Medieval Infantry, an Archer and a Swordsman, fell in very similar fashion.

Battle of Hareid (1265 AD):  After a massive cannon bombardment of the city, the First Cavalry Regiment, led by the Great Hamilcar, spearheaded a column of seven Cavalry and Army Group Alpha, captured Hareid, defended by 6 Viking Pikemen.  Two Cavalry regiments were lost in the battle.

1285 AD:  Great Leader Mago leads the Second Cavalry in clearing out a Viking Pikeman trying to approach Aarhus.

1285 AD:  Viking leader Ragnar Lodbrok accepts Carthage’s peace terms, ceding his entire treasury of 52 Gold and his World Map in exchange for President Hannibal’s signature on the Treaty of Al-Kaf, putting an end to the Cartho-Viking War.

1435 AD:  Whale Island Incident sparks Ottoman Conflict.  Carthaginian Infantry attacked and destroyed an Ottoman settler shuttle attempting to gain a foothold on the island, followed by the CFS Vigilant destroying the Caravel that offloaded them in 1440 as it attempted to return to its homeland.

Battle of Iznik (1480):  Carthage’s First Mounted Expeditionary Force (4 Infantry, 4 Cavalry, 8 Artillery) defeats an Ottoman Rifleman and two Spearmen and burns the city, but loses two of its Cavalry and one Infantry.

Battle of Uskudar (1495):  Fourth Mounted Expeditionary Force defeats three Turkish Spearmen and razes Uskudar, losing only one Infantry in the battle.

Battle of Kafa (1520):  Two Cavalry from the 4th MEF defeat two Turkish Riflemen and burn the city.

1515 AD:  Korea and the Ottoman Empire sign a Mutual Protection Pact, prompting Korea to declare war on Carthage, as well.

1520 AD:  Rome declares war on Korea separately from Carthage.  Ottoman Conflict blossoms into The World War.  The Ottomans, in turn declare war on Rome.

Battle of Salonika (1525):  In Carthage’s first amphibious battle, the Marines of the First Amphibious Strike Force defeat two Ottoman Spearmen and capture the city for use as a troop insertion beachead.

Battle of Istnabul (1525):  The First Tank Division (8 Tanks), after a lengthy shelling of the Ottoman capital, destroy 2 Riflemen, a Spearman, a Longbowman and a Warrior, losing three Tanks in the process, and raze the city.

Battle of Konya (1530):  The 1st ASF defeats two Ottoman Riflemen and razes the coastal city.

1540 AD:  The 3rd Tank Battalion produces Great Leader Hanno during a skirmish with an Ottoman Rifleman northwest of Bursa.

Battle of Kirklareli (1545):  The 1st ASF is once again victorious, this time defeating an Ottoman Rifleman and Spearman to capture and burn the town.

Battle of Suwon (1550):  The Marines of the 2nd ASF kill a Korean Rifleman and two Spearmen, siezing the coastal city and its rich Ivory fields with no losses.

Battle of Taegu (1550):  The Carthaginian Second Tank Division unload in Suwon and push inland, defeating two Korean Spearmen and razing the town.

Battle of Nam’po (1555):  Carthage’s Third Tank Division defeats two Korean Spearmen and a Longbowman and razes the village.

Battle of Bursa (1555):  The 1st Tank kills two Ottoman Riflemen and a Spearman and burns Bursa, with losses of one Tank.

Battle of Aydin (1555):  The 4th Tank Division, after landing in Salonika, destroys the city of Aydin, killing three Ottoman Spearmen and two Longbowmen after an Artillery barrage.

Battle of P’yongyang (1560-1565):  The Marines of Carthage’s 2nd ASF kill three Korean Spearmen to take the Dye-rich port city.
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Battle of Sariwon (1565):  After capturing P’yongyang, the 2nd ASF crosses the straits to raze the lightly defended town and open up shipping lanes to the Harbor at Suwon, killing one Korean Spearman and suffering no casualties in the process.

Battle of Edrine (1565-1570):  Carthaginian Infantry, while protecting Artillery in the Incense Hills, soften the defenses, killing a Turkish Rifleman and Spearman, leaving the 4th Tank Division to deal with a Spearman and conscript Rifleman and capture the city and its Incense sources.

Battle on Man’po (1565):  The Marines of the 3rd ASF land at Man’po and raze the city after defeating its garrison of two Korean Spearmen.

Battle of Mugla (1570):  The 5th Tank Division destroyed two Ottoman Riflemen and captured Mugla and its Oil wells.

Battle of Seoul (1570):  Carthage’s 3rd Tank assaults Seoul from the mountains in the north, killing three Korean Riflemen and razing the enemy capital.

Battle of Denizli (1570):  The 3rd ASF Marines sail north from Man’po and land at the Ottoman city of Denizli, defeating two Riflemen, a Spearman and a Horseman and burning the city down, but lose one Marine to a Rifleman.

Battle of Karabuk (1570):  The 2nd Tank kills two Ottoman Spearmen and razes the town.

Battle of Cankiri (1575):  The 6th Tank Division separate from the 5th and defeat a Turkish Rifleman and Spearman, then raze Cankiri.

Battle of Izmit (1575):  The 4th Tank Division defeats an Ottoman Rifleman and three Spearmen and razes Turkey’s capital.

Battle of Pusan (1575):  Carthage’s 2nd Marines kill one Spearman and raze the Korean town.

Battle of Sinop (1580):  The 1st Tank rolls all the way to the Ottoman’s southern border, kills a Rifleman and two Spearmen, then razes the city.

Battle of Pyongsong (1580):  The 7th Tank Division moves east from the ruins of Man’po and destroys the city, defended by one Korean Rifleman, one Spearman and one Longbowman.
Battle of Tokch’on (1580):  The 2nd Marines continue their southerly assault on the Korean coastline, killing one Spearman and razing Korea’s last east coast village, effectively landlocking the nation.

Battle of Adana (1585):  The 4th Tank Division pushes farther east, defeating an Ottoman Rifleman, two Spearmen and a Longbowman and razing the city.

Battle of Wonsan (1585):  The 3rd Tank razes its second Korean capital after defeating three Riflemen and a Spearman.

1585 AD:  Rome and Korea sign Peace Treaty, terms undisclosed, after the Romans had taken the Korean cities of Paegam, Taejon and Cheju.

Battle of Ankara (1590):  The 5th Tank Division defeats a Turk Rifleman, two Spearmen and a Longbowman and razes the city.

Battle of Taegwon (1595):  The 2nd Marines destroy one Korean Spearman and capture the island city with no losses.

Battle of Chonju (1600):  The 7th Tank Division defeats two Korean Riflemen and a Spearman and razes Korea’s third capital.

Battle of Riza (1600):  The 5th Tank completes its March to the Sea by defeating a Turk Rifleman and Spearman and razing this coastal city.

Battle of Hyangsan (1605):  Carthage’s 7th Tank Division defeats a Korean Rifleman, two Spearmen and a Longbowman and razes the fourth capital of Korea.

Battle of Antalya (1605):  The 4th Tank Division defeats two Turkish Riflemen, a Spearman and a Longbowman and razes the city.

Battle of Ch’ongfu (1610):  The 2nd Marines defeat two Korean Spearmen and raze the city on the north shore of Arrowhead Island.

Battle of Hippo Regius (1610):  The 5th Tank Division moves south along the coast and kills two Ottoman Riflemen before inadvertently razing the once Roman city.

Battle of Kaesong (1610):  The 7th Tank Division defeats two Korean Riflemen and a Spearman and captures the city, which is given to Rome in 1615.

Battle of Sivas (1610):  2nd Marines defeat one Ottoman Spearman and raze the Arrowhead Island village.

Battle of Urfa (1610):  6th Tank Division defeats two Turk Riflemen and two Spearmen and capture the Ottoman capital, losing one Tank in the battle.  City given to Rome in 1620.

Battle of In’chon (1615):  Two Carthaginian Infantry units, airdropped into the city via Helicopter, defeat two Korean Spearmen and capture the capital, which is given to the Romans in 1620.

Battle of Ulsan (1620):  Two airdropped Infantry attack from the mountains and capture the Korean city after defeating two Spearmen.
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Battle of Zonguldak (1620):  The 2nd Tank Division, after heavy shelling, defeats a Turkish Rifleman and Spearman and captures the town, which is given to Rome in 1625.

Battle of Haeju (1620):  The 2nd Marines capture the Korean capital, defeating a Rifleman and Spearman, but losing one of their number.

Battle of Bolu (1620):  The 5th Tank Division defeats two Ottoman Riflemen and two Spearmen to capture Osman’s capital.

Battle of Yozgat (1625):  Carthaginian Infantry chopper in from Suwon and defeat one Ottoman Rifleman and one Spearman to capture the Arrowhead Island village.

1625 AD:  Carthage and the Ottoman Empire sign a Peace Treaty, with the Ottomans giving up their World Map, 13 Gold (entire treasury), 8 Gold per turn and their only remaining non-capital city, Tunceli, which Carthage promptly hands back to them, undefended in the face of a final Roman assault.  Carthage also makes peace with Korea, which is down to only its capital of Chinje on Arrowhead Island, demanding only Korea’s World Map for calling off the onslaught.  

At the end of the war, Carthage and Rome are the two clear winners, Carthage having emerged as the world’s foremost superpower, having tested many new tactics and weapons unknown to the rest of the world, as well as secured sources of Dyes, Incense, Ivory, Rubber and Oil.  Rome secured Dye, Incense and Ivory sources, as well as several former Korean and Ottoman cities.  The Korean and Ottoman Empires have been utterly devastated, reduced to one and two cities, respectively, and only allowed to survive through the graciousness of the Carthaginians.  In 1640, the war officially ends with the destruction of Tunceli and capture of Iskenderun by the Romans, eliminating the Ottoman Empire from the face of the earth.

1655 AD:  Faced with starvation at Al-Kaf due to a border dispute with Scandinavia, Carthage begins mobilizing forces for the Second Viking War, sending the 1st Marine Division on the Transport North Shore  to Copenhagen and airdropping Infantry in the Copenhagen mountains and the grassy plains of Vado, as well as dropping the 1st Airborne Division (8 Paratroopers) between Copenhagen and Trondheim.  Carthage also dispatches the 2nd Marines on the Reliant to Fauske, trailed by the 1st Elite Tank Division, with the 2nd and 3rd Elite Tanks poised to storm Oslo and Bodo, respectively.  The Vikings, expectedly, demand troop removal, and war begins with Carthage’s refusal.

Battle of the Grasslands (1655):  The 1st Airborne stands up to a Viking Berserk rush, losing one Paratrooper, but beating back and killing 4 Berserks and ultimately holding the drop zone.

Battle of Copenhagen (1660):  The 1st Marines land and take heavy casualties defeating the Viking garrison of one Infantry, a Rifleman, a Pikeman and a Cavalry, the Cavalry being taken out by Infantry in the mountains to capture the port.  Fully half of the 1st Marine Division is destroyed in the battle, and the remaining half badly damaged.

Battle of Oslo (1660):  After a largely ineffective artillery barrage, the 2nd Elite Tanks roll across the border into Oslo, defeating two Viking Riflemen, one Pikeman and a Cavalry unit and capturing the city with no casualties.

Battle of Bodo (1660:  Himilco and the 4th Tank Battalion spearhead the 3rd Elite Tank Division as it defeats three Viking Pikemen and a Cavalry, losing one unit in the fight, and captures the second of three border cities.

Battle of Batsjford (1660):  Following a brutally pinpoint artillery shelling, which almost obliterated the city’s garrison but left its infrastructure intact, the reorganized 1st Tank Division rolls into the city and captures it with ease, counting not even a single wounded among its number after defeating three Viking Pikemen and one Cavalry unit.

Battle of Vadso (1660):  The airdropped Infantry units lose half their number (3 units killed), but defeat two Viking Riflemen and a Pikeman, allowing the 1st Battalion of the 2nd Tank Division to defeat the final defender, a badly damaged Cavalry unit, and capture the city.

1660:  Carthage and India sign the Delhi Accord, providing for the mutual protection of one another and prompting India to declare war on Scandinavia.

1665:  Hasdrubal leads the 22nd Elite Tanks to victory over a Viking Berserk in a skirmish near Oslo.

Battle of Fauske (1665):  The 2nd Marine Division makes landfall and defeats a Viking Pikeman, Rifleman and Berserk with no casualties following bombardment by the 1st Artillery Division to capture the strategic hill port.

Battle of Birka (1665):  The 1st Elite Tank Division pours into the port at Fauske and, spearheaded by the 15th and its Great Leader Hamilcar, sieze the city after defeating three Viking Pikemen, also siezing Scandinavia’s only Rubber and Uranium Sources.

Battle of Trondheim (1670):  The 4th Marines, airdropped in, capture the Viking capital and Wine center after heavy bombardment from the 8th, 2nd and elements of the 13th Artillery Divisions and a preliminary assault by the 1st and 2nd Tank Divisions.  Trondheim was defended by three Infantry units.  Two Marines and a Tank unit were lost

Battle of Stockholm (1670):  The 3rd Marines, dropped in by the 2nd and elements of the 1st and 3rd Air Cavalry, defeat two Viking Pikemen and capture the Oil village of Stockholm.
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Battle of Alesund (1670):  Elements of the 2nd Marines board the Plains Point and take the lightly defended city easily, defeating two Viking Pikemen who had been damaged by Battleship bombardment.

Battle of Bergen (1675):  After ineffective bombardment by the 1st Artillery, and with the 3rd Airborne holding the eastern hills, the 2nd Elite Tank Division captured the capital city of Bergen, defeating one Viking Rifleman, one Cavalry and three Pikemen.

Battle of Farsund (1675):  The 15th Tank Division defeats two Viking Pikemen to capture this sleepy port town on the North Sea.

Battle of Stavanger (1675):  The 9th Tank Division defeats the Viking garrison of two Pikemen to capture the town.

Battle of Karistad (1675):  The 1st Marines attack from the Transport North Shore and defeat two Viking Pikemen to capture the village.

Battle of Karasjok (1675):  The 2nd Airborne and 33rd Infantry defeat three Viking Pikemen and capture the city, but lose half the Airborne Division in the process (4 Paratroopers).

Battle of Reyjavik (1675-1680):  Army Group Alpha and the 6th Tank Division defeat three Viking Pikemen and a Rifleman after heavy bombardment from the 3rd and 8th Artillery Divisions and capture the Vikings’ third capital.

1675 AD:  The Indians capture the Viking outposts of Sarpsborg and Svolvaer.

Battle of Lillehammer (1680):  The 77th Infantry (Mechanized) defeats a Viking Pikeman and razes Lillehammer.

1680 AD:  India captures Scandinavia’s fourth capital, the former outpost village of Honnigsvag.

Battle of Falun (1685):  The 76th Infantry (Mechanized) defeats a Viking Pikeman and razes the village.

Battle of Haugesund (1685):  The 46th Infantry defeats a Viking Spearman and razes the Arrowhead Island Village.

Battle of Elverurn (1685):  The 45th Infantry eliminates the last Viking presence on Arrowhead Island by defeating a Spearman and razing this village.

Battle of Hammerfest (1685):  The 1st Elite Tank Division defeats two Viking Pikemen and capture the town.

Battle of Odense (1685):  Mago II leads the 11th Tank Battalion to victory over two Viking Pikemen.  The 11th captures the last Viking city, destroying forever the Scandinavian civilization and ending the war.

Most Decorated Units: 1st Tank Division (4 promoted to Elite, 1 Great Leader); 2nd Tank Division (2 Elites); each Elite Tank Division (1st, 2nd and 3rd) produced a Great Leader; 1st Marines (1 Elite); 2nd Marines (1 Elite).

1700 AD:  All Infantry units now mechanized, except for the 1st through 6th Elite Infantry Brigades, designed to provide for fast defensive insertion into trouble points inside enemy territory via airdrops.

1730 AD:  America declares war on Carthage after being the target of repeated espionage missions.  India declares war on America.

Battle of Rusguniae (1735):  America moves nearly its entire offensive arsenal (9 Cavalry, 3 Knights, 4 Horsemen, 2 Longbowmen and 4 Medieval (Infantry) to surround the city.  Unfortunately for them, the 2nd through 17th Carthaginian Tank Divisions (128 Tanks in all) is in the Sulcis Forest nearby.  After being pounded by the 3rd Artillery inside the city, the invaders are set upon and cut to pieces by the 3rd and 4th Tank Divisions, who suffered no casualties.

Battle of San Francisco (1735):  Following a shelling by the 2nd Artillery, the 3rd Elite Tank Division defeats an American Infantry, Pikeman and Spearman and capture the city.

Battle of Dallas (1735):  Under a covering barrage from the 1st Artillery, the 2nd Elite Tank Division rolls across the border and defeats two American Pikemen to capture America’s only Atlantic port with no problems.

Battle of New Orleans (1735):  The 1st Marines, aboard the Harpoon, storm the beaches of New Orleans and swiftly defeat an American Cavalry and two Spearmen to capture the city.

Battle of Philadelphia (1735):  The 1st Elite Tanks pour through New Orleans and rush west to Philadelphia, easily defeating the American garrison of one Pikeman and one Spearman under the bombardment of elements of the 11th Artillery.

Battle of Atlanta (1735):  After a dismal round of bombardment by the 5th and 6th Artillery Divisions, the 1st Tank chewed through a vicious defense of two Infantry, two Pikemen and a Spearman to capture the American border city, but lost the 17th Corps in battle.

Battle of Phoenix (1735):  With the help of a good round of shelling from the 4th Artillery, the 2nd Tank overcame a determined resistance from the American garrison of two Infantry, a Pikeman and a Spearman to capture the city, though the 24th Corps was lost to an Infantry unit.
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1735 AD:  Carthaginian forces undertake the largest airborne operation ever.  At Buffalo, the 2nd Marines are dropped by the 6th Air Cavalry, the 6th Elite Infantry dropped by the 106th and the 3rd Airborne drop in on top of them.  Meanwhile the 5th, 105th and 107th Air Cavalry Division and Corps drop the 7th Marines and 5th and 4th Elite Infantry in the mountains by Chicago.  On the eastern half of the theater, Washington is surrounded by the 1st and 2nd Airborne Divisions, joined by the 3rd and 4th Marines and 3rd Elite Infantry, ferried in by the 4th, 3rd and 103rd Air Cavalry, respectively.  New York is faced with the 6th Marines and 1st and 2nd Elite Infantry, dropped in by the 8th, 101st and 102nd Air Cavalry.

1735 AD:  India captures the American cities of Springfield and Houston.

1740 AD:  Immediate upgrade availability to the more modern Mark II causes Carthage to reshuffle its armored forces, forming the 5th and 6th Elite Tank Divisions and reorganizing the upgraded veteran units into 15 Armor Divisions.  The units making up the two new divisions were formerly the 12th, 14th, 26th, 46th, 47th, 48th, 93rd and 151st Tank units, as well as the entire 3rd Tank Division, which is simply renamed the 6th Elite Tank Division.

Battle of Washington (1740):  After withering bombardment from the 9th Artillery and parts of the 13th, the 3rd and 4th Marines successfully defeat an American Infantry and three Spearmen, one Infantry having been killed attacking the 17th Airborne already, and capture the American capital, but lose the 41st Marine Corps to enemy fire.

Battle of New York (1740):  The 6th Marines defeat an American Infantry and two Pikemen, but lose the 61st and 64th Corps in the taking of the city.

Battle of Buffalo (1740):  The 2nd Marines and 3rd Airborne have an easier time with the help of the 10th Artillery, and manage to defeat Buffalo’s Infantry, Pikeman and Spearman with no losses.

Battle of Chicago (1740):  The 7th Marines also attain their objective with no casualties, defeating an American garrison of one Infantry, a Rifleman and a Pikeman to capture Chicago.

Battle of Denver (1740):  After the Bomber wings from the Hanno, Emory R. Solomon, William R. Solomon and Hannibal softened up the defenses, the 5th Marines aboard the Coal Bay stormed the city and captured it, defeating an American Infantry and two Spearmen, but losing the 51st Corps.

Battle of Orlando (1745):  Carthage’s new, modern tanks make a big splash as the 1st Armor Division takes Orlando, defeating an American Infantry and Spearman with ease after minimal Artillery support.

Battle of Baltimore (1745):  Elements of the 1st Armor divert to the southeast and defeat an American Infantry, Pikeman and Spearman to sieze Baltimore.

Battle of Pittsburgh (1745):  The 1st Armor’s lightning rush causes a planned airdrop of the 2nd Marines and 3rd Airborne to be cancelled in favor of a continuation of the 1st Armor’s run to India.  The 15th and 12th defeat an American Infantry, Pikeman and Spearman and capture the city.

Battle of Portland (1745):  Elements of the 1st and 2nd Armor defeat an American Infantry and two Pikemen to capture the city with, again, no losses.

Battle of Seattle (1745):  The 9th Marines, airdropped in the hills of Seattle by the 9th Air Cavalry, easily defeat an American Infantry, Pikeman and Spearman to capture the port city.

Battle of Miami (1745):  After intense shelling by the 5th, 6th and 8th Artillery Divisions, the 11th Armor defeats two American Infantry, a Pikeman and a Spearman and captures Lincoln’s second capital.

Battle of Los Angeles (1745):  The 3rd Armor defeats an American Infantry, Pikeman and Spearman and captures the Oil town.

Battle of Kansas City (1745):  The 3rd Armor defeats the standard American garrison to take the Rubber center, but loses the 35th Corps.

Battle of Cleveland (1745):  The 4th Elite Tank Division defeats a Pikeman and Spearman to take the American town.

Battle of Memphis (1745):  Carthage displays its deadliest weapon as Army Groups Charlie, Echo and Foxtrot defeat an American Infantry and two Spearmen and take the city.

Battle of Las Vegas (1745):  Army Group Delta and the 41st Armor defeat an American Infantry and two Spearmen and siez Vegas, baby.

Battle of Detroit (1745):  The 5th Armor splits in two, and the fork taking Detroit defeats an Infantry and two Spearmen easily.

Battle of Albequerque (1745):  The 54th Armor Corps defeats an American Infantry and Pikeman, taking the city singlehandedly.

Battle of San Diego (1745):  The 55th and 56th Armor defeat an Infantry unit and a Pikeman to claim the strategic coastal city.

Battle of Boston (1745):  The 5th Armor, with help from the 42nd, completes the left hook to beat India in the race to the American capital, capturing it after defeating an Infantry, Pikeman and Spearman.

Battle of Cincinnati (1750):  The 62nd Armor Corps defeats an American Spearman and captures the city.
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Battle of Tacoma (1752):  Elements of the 3rd and 4th Airborne and 2nd and 8th Marines defeat an American Infantry and Pikeman and raze Tacoma, but lose two Marines.

Battle of Oakland (1752):  Elements of the same divisions defeat and American Infantry, Pikeman and Spearman and raze the American capital.

Battle of Tampa Bay (1752):  The 52nd Marines land and defeat an American Spearman, destroying the lightly held capital village.

Battle of Minneapolis (1754):  The 1st and 3rd Marines airdrop into the hills with the 3rd and 4th Airborne and defeat an American Rifleman and Spearman to raze the capital.

Battle of Hunt Valley (1754):  The 57th Marines defeat an American Spearman and raze the village.

1754 AD:  A note on Armored Divisions:  The 12th and 14th have been assigned to Army Groups Charlie, Delta, Echo and Foxtrot.  The 13th has been reassigned to the Ottoman provinces and the 15th assigned to the Korean provinces, leaving the 1st through 11th for active home continent duty, though the 8th and 9th are scheduled for Army Groups Golf, Hotel, India and Juliet.

Battle of Santa Fe (1758):  The 91st Marines defeat a Spearman and raze the American capital village.

Battle of Palo Alto (1758):  The 55th Marines defeat an American Rifleman and raze this coastal village on Uranium Island (Tampa Bay, Minneapolis, Hunt Valley, Santa Fe, Palo Alto, Spokane, New Washington, New Boston and New Philadelphia are the American settlements on Uranium Island.)

Battle of Spokane (1758):  The 5th Marines continue to terrorize America’s Uranium Island settlements, this time with the 51st defeating a Spearman and razing the capital of Spokane.

Battle of New Philadelphia (1760):  The 54th Marines storm the beaches at New Philly and kill an American Pikeman to capture the village, which had been America’s provisional capital.

1760 AD:  India and America make peace, meaning Carthage must finish America off on its own.  New Orleans revolts, deposing the Carthaginian governor and rejoining America.

Battle of New Boston (1762):  The 45th Marines destroy an American Spearman and raze the village.  The column is then approached by and kills eight Shangian Horsemen.

Battle of New Atlanta (1762):  The 151st Armor kills an American Spearman and razes the capital settlement, removing the American presence from the western continent.

Second Battle of New Orleans (1762):  The 11th Armor defeats two American Riflemen and captures the port city, once again ridding the mainland of American influence.

Battle of New Washington (1768):  The 57th and 56th Marines storm the last American beaches, the 57th falling to a Veteran Spearman unti before the 56th secured the beach and destroyed the last vestige of American civilization.

1776 AD:  The 9th Armored Division assigned to Army Groups Golf and Hotel.  In response to Aztec troop movement, the 8th Armor is assigned to Suwon, giving Carthage three transcontinental Armor divisions, two Infantry divisions, and nearly two Artillery divisions.  Carthage’s first fleet of Nuclear Submarines also becomes fully euqipped, each carrying a Trident-class Tactical Nuke, and dispatched to strategic locations selected to give Carthage first strike capability against every capital city on Earth, as well as major industrial centers.
